In a radio address several weeks ago, Mayor Dickmann opened a
determined drive to make St. Louis the safest city in the United States.

This campaign exerts an influence on every student at Southwest
whether he walks to school or rides. When he is a pedestrian, it is
necessary for him to keep his ears and eyes
open and his muscular co-ordination in tip-
top condition so that he can cross a street
quickly and alertly without endangering his
life. The motorist’s first responsibility lies
in co-operating with the cautious pedestrian.

The number of automobile accidents that
have occurred in St. Louis during the past
year has resulted in lowering its position
from that of the safest city in the United
\ States to third place. The causes of these

) accidents are varied.

Many people feel that the automobile companies have furthered
motor fatalities by constructing cars with powerful engines, responsive
to the slightest pressure on the accelerator. But there is a glaring
discrepancy in their argument; for along with the advancement made
in engines has come a corresponding advancement in the installation
of improved brakes, the employment of safety glass, and similar
safety devices.

The root of the evil, as well as its remedy, lies in the enforcement
of traffic laws. Between Mr. A. who was fined for exceeding the speed
limit and Mr. B. who boasts that he has had his ticket “fixed” is a
vast difference in attitude.

Mr. A. is careful about the thirty-mile speed limit. That fine put
a dent in his pocket. Mr. B. will continue to speed because he has no
fear that he will ever pay the penalty.

Every pupil here at school is invited to co-operate with Mayor
Dickmann in an effort to make St. Louis the safest city on the map.
