One Hitch Remains

For St. Louisans January long has meant, in addition
to cold weather, a dark, filthy city but this year St. Louis
is surprisingly “smogless.”

The whole country has watched St. Louis attack the
problem at its roots by rigid enforcement of the ordinance
that allows only smokeless fuel to be burned unless a
stoker is used.

Last year newspapers the country over, and even
Life Magazine, featured the complaints of visitors and
endless twits about the St. Louis “smog;” but now so
much improvement has been made that St. Louisans
lament the smoky atmosphere of neighboring suburbs.
Citizens of still-smoky cities over the nation are appealing
through editorial pages of their daily papers for their
governing bodies to follow St. Louis’ example.

One hitch remains, however. The price of coal has
been raised from 20 to 40 cents for 80 pounds so that the
poor and needy of the city are cold—freezing. Headlines
read “Oklahoma and Arkansas donate 33,000 baskets of
coal;” but everyone knows that nothing is settled by half-
way appeasement. Even a new form of dishonesty has
developed from this law— coal bootlegging. Why should
these people care—it’s warm in jail anyhow.

A solution was found for obtaining milk for the
needy, why not a similar one for the coal situation so
that the “smoglessness” of St. Louis may add to the hap-
piness of all its citizens?
