Students See Stage
Stars Plant Tree

A group of students and teach-
ers from Southwest joined other
Shakespeare enthusiasts in watch-
ing an unusual ceremony in Tower
Grove Park last Tuesday after-
noon. They saw Helen Hayes and
Maurice Evans, stage stars who
are in St. Louis this week to play
Twelfth Night, plant a tree at the
base of the Shakespeare monu-
ment in commemoration of the
birthday of the great playwright.

The custom of having such a
ceremony was started in 1880 by
the beautiful and gifted Shake-
spearian actress, Miss Adelaide
Meilson, and has since been re-
vived by the students of Webster
College.

The original ceremony was at-
tended by many distinguished citi-
zens, including the acting mayor
of the city at that time.

This commemoration in St.
Louis, last Tuesday, was perhaps
one of the most notable observ-
ances of Shakespeare’s birthday
in the world, because of the pres-
ence of two famous interpreters
of Shakespearean roles.
