Asian students visit here

Vivid glimpses of Japan, China
and India were brought before
Mrs. Stucki’s combined Ameri-
can Problems 2 classes, May 7,
by three St. Louis U students
from those countries.

Mr. T. V. Kuriakose, from
India, explained that before
1947, when India gained her
independence, it was a national
crime for a boy to speak to a
strange girl and that Indian
young people never went out
on dates. Much to the relief
of his listeners, Mr. Kuriokose
said that now-a-days dates are
allowed through the mutual
consent of the parents, as are
most marriages.

As for their educational sys-
tem, boys and girls used to
attend separate schools, but
now the system is co-education-
al, with the girls sitting in
front of the room and to the
right and the boys occuping
the rear to the left.

This busy visitor has corres-
ponded with more than 700 pen
pals in the last four or five
years. Women, he points out,
are highly thought of in India,
making up over 56 per cent
of the legislature.

Miss Wang Yah-chieu, a beau-
tiful young Chinese girl, dressed
in a brightly colored Mandarin
garment, said that the old cus-
toms of young people meeting
on their wedding day has been
changed and that social and
marriage habits are now like
ours.

She expressed her belief that

Tosi Ketano, here for a four-
year business course, was very
proud to say that more than 98
per cent of the Japanese people
can read and write. This very
high literacy rate is remark-
able, considering that the Japa-
nese written language consists,
not of an alphabet, but -of a
syllabary of 52 basic sounds and
their variants, as well as over
1850 characters that represent
ideas, not sounds.
