her students and they returned
her affections.

“When I first met Miss Hacht-
man,” wrote one boy, *“I
couldn’t believe that anyone
was that good and loving.

from a blood disease. The Stu-
dent Council sponsored a spring
dance and carnival, May Fair,
and donated more than $400
from the booths to her fund.
The girls in the athletic associa-
tien held a Saturday car wash
and so did the members of the
Spanish Club.

Groups representing her two
main interests, music and writ-
ing, also donated sizable sums
to the fund. The concert choir
pledged funds they received for
entertaining and so did the
Early Risers, an octet that
practices before their 8 a.m.
class. The Pioneer newspaper
and the Roundup yearbook col-
lected contributions from their
staff members.

MISS HACHTMAN never
married and she dedicated her
life to Southwest and her stu-
dents.

“All teachers can get to some
students,” said John Close, as-
sistant principal, “but Miss
Hachtman was able to touch
everyone with whom she came
in contact. She got an ovation
every time her name was men-
tioned in the auditorium.”

The students demonstrated
their admiration for her in let-
ters written in her class. They
praised her and described her
as kind, loving, near perfection,
and always considerate.

“She was always willing to
help a student,” said one boy,
“and she knew how to make a

fore coming to Southwest.

For 32 years she served the
school, working as many as 16
hours some days. She taught
English, was head of the depart-
ment, sponsored the senior
class and the Student Council
and directed operetta produc-
tions. .

“The s c h ool was her life,”
said Mr. Close. “It’s hard to
find such devoted teachers to-
day. Most are young and have
families and other social obliga-
tions but Miss Hachtman was
totally committed to South-
west.”

Always eager to have the stu-
dents express themselves clear-
ly, Miss Hachtman worked with
them on the literary magazine
and on their compositions. Also,
she coached oration. This year,
under her direction, Craig
Marks, Student Council presi-
dent, won a state £ssay contest,
David Jung won an oratorical
award and Rick Eccher re-
ceived a $1780 college scholar-
ship.

Music was her main outside
interest. She saw every show at
the theater and subscribed to
the Municipal Opera. She was
also. intensely involved in oper-
eta. She supervised more than
25 productions with Miss Lee
Meyer, another teacher at
Southwest, and produced play-
ground pageants.
